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Annual report of the Anti-Ragging Committee 

 Rammohan College 

 

The latest Anti- Ragging Committee of Rammohan College was formed on 5
th

 July, 2022 for 

three years. The committee has been formed according to the UGC Regulation, 2009. Ragging is 

not a serious problem of this institution and also at the Hostel. But each year a workshop is 

organized to sensitize the students at the beginning of the new session, where both the fresh and 

senior students are asked to join the workshop. The Head of the Institution addresses the fresh 

students to make them aware about the problems of ragging and how to take necessary steps to 

complain about the ragging. There is also one Anti-Ragging Squad which monitors regularly 

whether students are getting ragged by their classmates, senior students or by any employee of 

the college. Anonymous random surveys are done often by different anti ragging squad 

members. 

 Like previous years, during 2022-23 there was no official complaint from the students 

regarding any alarming issue of ragging from the students, either fresh or senior. However the 

sensitization workshop took place during 2022-23. 
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Annual report of the Grievance Redressal Cell

Since 2013 Rammohan College has re- organized the anti-grievance cell according to the UGC guideline. 

Students feel free to report the teachers either verbally or in writing to the teacher members of the 

committee. The committee is formed for two years.  During 2020-21 no committee was formed due to 

lock down and acute COVID situation. However, in July 2021-22, a new committee has been formed 

which comprises the Ex officio Principal, two senior faculty members, one non-teaching staff(invitee) 

and Teachers' Council Secretary( invitee member). An Ombudsperson has been appointed by the 

committee for redressal of grievances of students under these regulations. 

Often students complain about cleanliness of the wash rooms, both in old and new campuses. Matter 

gets tackled successfully by authority. 

For a long period of time students demanded for a canteen in the New Science Building which started in 

2023. 

Students also demanded for psychological counseling on a regular basis which started in February 2023 

and the CELL is functioning very successfully. 

Often students come to the Women's Cell for academic and personal matters to be addressed. They are 

always given a patient hearing; sometimes their problems are forwarded to IQAC or to Psychological 

Counseling Cell or to Grievance Addressing Cell. 

Rammohan College has a Girls' Hostel with almost 200 students' accommodation. Sometimes students 

face some problems at the hostel also which are addressed and sorted out by the GRIEVANCE 

REDRESSAL CELL in most of the cases. 

Students are the assets of Rammohan College and the college authority looks after their academics and 

other issues with utmost sincerity.
